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We maintain the 7pm start but add some flexibility.  If there are up  
to a maximum of 3 courts available then your members can use them 
from 6.30pm. Two courts must be left available for pupils use. 
However, if pupils are in there then club members must wait 
discreetly and access the courts once pupils have left for supper. 
They must not leave their bags in the courts. 

If there are no pupils around this is not an issue, the problem we 
face is when pupils turn up and they cannot access the courts as 
your members have arrived early.  This is very unfair, pupils must 
always take priority up to 7pm. 

I have discussed this situation with Anne Moore and John Olver and 
they will monitor the situation.  Anne has been advised to use her 
initiative if the courts are available and pupils are not changing 
to gain access then she will allow your club members in. 

There was a meeting with myself, James Husbands - Director  
of Sport, John Olver - Head of PE and Rugby, Shelley 
Franklin - Health and Fitness Instructor and Anne Moore - 
Facilities Administrator. All agreed that Anne will have 
the last say for access to the courts, she is there to 
monitor and control use and accordingly is the right 
person to handle this.
